Master Plan & Land Use Adoption Process
· Planning Commission sends notice of intent to plan to surrounding municipalities and requests comment now and when the draft Master Plan is prepared
· Draft Master Plan is created

· Important to involve the public

· Cooperate w/all departments of state and federal government and federal agencies as needed

· Consult w/adjacent local units of government as needed

· Draft Master Plan is submitted to the Legislative Body for approval to distribute

· Legislative Body may reject plan and send back to Planning Commission for modification

· If approved by Legislative Body, copy of draft Master Plan is submitted for review and comment to local governments and agencies

· Review any comments received and modify the draft Master Plan as needed or explain why the Master Plan is not being changed

· At least one public hearing is held by the Planning Commission, notice must be published in a newspaper of general circulation no less than 15 days before the public hearing

· Review the comments received at the public hearing and modify the draft Master Plan accordingly or explain why the Master Plan is not being changed


· If substantive changes are made an additional public hearing must be held

· If substantive changes are not made, the Master Plan may be approved by the Planning Commission

· If the Legislative Body has reserved the right for final approval, the Master Plan is then sent to the Legislative Body for approval

· Master Plan is adopted

· Copies of the adopted Master Plan are submitted to local governments and agencies
